During inclusion consultation, a medical
questionnaire was completed by the physician.
Specifically for the ESCAPEc cohort, physicians
were helped by a hydrotherapy CRA when filling-out
the medical questionnaire. At follow-up, data
collection was identical in both cohorts: patients
were followed by a CRA for six months (telephone
questionnaire at 3 and 6 months), patients also
completed two forms collecting healthcare data.

Yes

Patients were contacted at 3 and 6 months for
telephone interview with a CRA. The telephone
questionnaire was standardised (quality and living
conditions, environment, assessment of pain, work
and daily tasks, self determined health status). Their
consumption of healthcare, and other health
products, was also collected using two
standardised forms (one for the first three months
and one for the last three months of follow-up) that
patients filled-out in real time.
